	Risk of trip/fall/slip due to uneven floor, wet floor

	Correct warning signs in place, spillages cleaned up as they occur, maintenance issues for flooring are reported, appropriate footwear is worn, task completed during low traffic times, keep any wires/equipment in line of site at all times.  Use of cordless equipment when appropriate or warranted.  Leave minimal residue of water on any surface.  Do not use soap as can make surfaces slippy

	Risk of fall due to losing balance

	Do not turn your back to the downward action of the stairs.  Do not lean over any handrails or balustrades.

METHOD STATEMENT
	Equipment required:
	Warning signs, Broom/ Dust control mop, Dust pan & brush, Mop, Bucket, Blue coded cloth, Static Duster, Chemical, Scrapper, Deck Scrubber or Edging Tool & Pad, Abrasive Pad, Black Sack.


1. Assemble equipment

2. Place warning signs where appropriate
3. Ventilate area if required
4. Check all surfaces for chewing gum/objects and remove.
5. Check all flooring for ay defects, report to maintanence
6. STAIRS AND LANDING, sweep the landings and stairs from top to bottom, paying particular attention to edges and corners.

7. Pick up any objects, place into refuse sack and remove to the disposal point.

8. Prepare cleaning solution in a bucket according to COSHH data.

9. Apply solution to an area of floor using the mop.

10. Mop the landing with figure of 8 stroke with each pass overlapping.

11. Clean adjacent to skirting by ‘cutting in’ parallel to skirting.

12. Use abrasive pad to remove stubborn marks.

13. Ensure bucket is behind line of work on the landing below.

14. When wringing out the mop, stand in front of the wringer and press down firmly.

15. Continued down the stairs using the edging tool or deck scrubber as required.

16. Pay particular attention to edges, corners and risers.

17. Rinse mop frequently and change the cleaning solution as required.

18. On the stairs use the minimum amount of fluid to achieve the desired result

19. BALUSTRADES AND HANDRAILS, Identify the type of dirt to be removed.

20. If dry dust, clean using a static duster paying particular attention to balustrades rail, string capping, outer string and handrail.

21. If damp wiping, prepare cleaning solution in a bucket according to the COSHH data
22. On completion clean and check equipment for safety.

23. Return equipment and materials to store

24. Return warning signs to store only when the floor is completely dry.
RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
