METHOD STATEMENT
	Equipment required:
	Any required PPE, warning signs, mop bucket & wringer, mop complete, any required correct chemical, abrasive pad


1. Assemble equipment checking prior to use for any defects.  Do not use and report immediately if there are any defects
2. Place warning signs where required
3. Ventilate area if needed 
4. Prepare cleaning chemical according to COSHH data, do not use soap as will make the surface slippy
5. Mop the floor using a figure of 8 strokes with each pass overlapping.

6. Clean skirting by ‘cutting in’ parallel to skirting.

7. Use abrasive pad to remove any stubborn marks

8. Ensure bucket is in line of sight at all times and placed in low traffic area
9. When wringing out mop, stand in front of wringer and press down firmly to use as little water as possible
10. Leave floor as dry as possible and do not remove warning signs until floor is completely dry
11. Clean equipment and check for any safety issues after use and report
12. Return equipment and materials to store

13. Return warning signs to store only when floor is completely dry.

RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
