METHOD STATEMENT
	Equipment required:
	PPE - gloves, warning signs, chemical, blue coded cloths, non-abrasive pad, black sack, red mop & bucket


1. Put on personal protective equipment.

2. Assemble equipment, check electrical equipment for safety, particularly plugs and cables.

3. Place warning sign on all entry/exit points
4. Ventilate the area if appropriate.  Never mix checicals
5. Apply cleaning agent to sink area, taps and hard surfaces as per COSHH data sheet
6. Fill sink basin with water and immerse colour coded cloth and ring out for each wipe.

7. With colour coded cloth immersed and wrung out, wipe around of sink bowl, taps, any pipe work, hard surfaces work from clean to dirty.

8. Wipe down and dispensers 

9. Use abrasive pad for any stubborn stains but do not scratch any surfaces 
10. Check and replenish hand towels and any soap dispensers where applicable

11. Remove any splash marks from walls.

12. Fill red mop bucket with water and add detergent as directed.  Using red mop head mop all hard floor areas working your way towards the door 

13. Clean and check equipment.

14. Return equipment and signs to store. 

RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
