6. Sign in/out at all times as the system will notify management if you do not arrive or fail to check out

7. On arrival check that any lighting is fully working and there is a clear route to the entrance

8. If there is security on site pls make them aware of your arrival and departure

9. Visually check the surrounding area for any individuals

10. Full training must have been completed prior to commencement of work at site

11. Client must also be made fully aware of working hours and days and contact details 
RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
