METHOD STATEMENT
	Equipment required:
	PPE – gloves, waterproofs, black sacks, brush, litter picker, dust pan & brush


1. Put on personal protective equipment.
2. Assemble equipment.

3. Place warning signs and ensure area is not accessible to any other individuals whilst working
4. Remove any large obstructions/objects from area.

5. Only use the litter picker or dust pan & brush to pick up the litter never use hands.

6. Litter pick area placing any rubbish directly into black sacks.

7. Any dangerous/hazardous objects please report immediately.

8. Report any incidents/accidents to management immediately

9. Once completed ensure black sacks are sealed and placed in designated area.

10. Clean all equipment and place in designated storage area.
RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
