Correct warning signs in place do not remove until floor is dry, spillages cleaned up as they occur, maintenance issues for flooring are reported, appropriate footwear is worn, task completed during low traffic times, excess water is removed. Use of correct chemical for floor type is used or or no checmial to ensure floor is not made slippy.

METHOD STATEMENT
	Equipment required:
	Any required PPE (disposable gloves), warning signs, mop bucket & wringer, mop complete, any required correct chemical, absorbent paper towel/cloth, black sacks, dust pan/brush


1. Spillage is identified either visually or by being reported by a colleague, client or customer

2. Approach the area cautiously and immediately upon being reported

3. Place warning signs where required to make sure everyone is aware and ares is temporarily restricted 
4. Put on releant PPE (gloves) before handling any spillage

5. Use abosorbant towel/cloth to soak up as much of access spillage as possible

6. Apply any suitable cleaning solution and mop the area to remove any sticky residue

7. Ensure the surface is dry and safe to walk on 

8. Dispose of any used towel/cloths and gloves into black sacks and remove to designated area/bin

9. Clean or remove mp head as required and replace

10. Only remove any warning signs once the area is dry and safe to walk on and has been declared safe to do so

11. Log the spillage where required as per client requirements.  Report to client if they need to be made aware due to damage caused by spillage
12. Never leave the wet area unattended or without adequate warning signs

13. Always ensure you have an awareness of customers around you at all times
RISK RATING

Risk ratings are calculated by considering the likelihood of an event occurring along with the severity of the potential impact should an accident occur. After considering existing control measures, values are assigned to the likelihood and severity of the impact from the charts below and these figures multiplied to establish the risk rating. 
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1 Negligible Rare
2 Low Unlikely
3 Medium possible
4 High Likely
5 Extreme | Almost Certain





Risk rating meanings 

LOW: The risk is highly unlikely to occur 

MEDIUM: There is an increased likelihood that the risk event will occur at some point 

HIGH: There is a probability that the risk event will occur at some point

EXTREME: There is an expectation that the risk event will occur
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
